	Purpose:

	Hair:

(a)     Long hair must be restrained or tied back at all times.

(b)     Should be clean so as not to be obtrusive to others around them.

	Jewelry:

(a)  Bracelets, wrist watches and rings are not prohibited, but should never be worn while operating power equipment.

(b)  Necklaces should not be worn or least should be tucked away while in class.

*  Students are provided a lock and locker and are encouraged to secure their valuables during class.

Health & Safety Issues (cont’d)

	Uniform Requirements:

No uniform is required, but students must adhere to proper dress codes to prevent any safety violations:

(a)  No open toed shoes, slippers or sandals.
(b)  Ankle high, steel toed boots or ankle high, non steel toed are strongly recommended.  Sneakers are acceptable.
(c)  No revealing clothing.  Tank tops, short shorts or belly shirts are prohibited.
(d)  No clothing (including hats) which refer to any offensive behavior, discrimination or anything related to sex, drugs or violence.
(e)  Sagging pants will be secured on the waist with a belt at all times.  If the student has no belt, one will be provided.

(f)  Winter clothing such as coats and gloves are NOT provided.  Consider making the appropriate accommodations prior to cold weather season.

(g)  Safety glasses and hard hats are provided.  A tool bag with a hammer, square, tape measure and utility knife will be provided.  Personal tools are allowed but are the sole responsibility of the student.

(h) Cell phones are prohibited from the job site and the classroom at all times.
